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Conclusions

ÅHL7 provides ïpartially in cooperation ïmany of the 

specifications needed for interoperability solutions.

ÅHowever, interoperability is more than technology.

ÅFor mastering the domain business requirements, we 

have to represent the business domain properly. This 

requires the inclusion of /reference to a hierarchical 

system of ontologies. 

ÅThe resulting ontology-driven architecture must master 

ontology management and ontology harmonization 

(mapping, bridging, etc.).

ÅThe entire approach has to be based on an architecture 

framework for placing and binding all HL7 work products.
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
